	Describe the project scope and purpose: All available data that were relevant for the completion of the NCAs for the 10 sand dune and dune-related habitats were collated.
Utilising these data GIS shapefiles (point and polygon files) were generated for each habitat. These GIS shapefiles files were used to calculate the Area parameter for each habitat. The RangeTool_10.tbx file provided by NPWS was used to generate the Range parameter for each habitat. In addition to the Range shapefile generated by the RangeTool, Distribution and Natura 2000 inconsistencies; inconsistencies were only highlighted where there was no habitat data within the general proximity (i.e. the same 10k square) of an SAC where the habitat being queried was a Qualifying Interest, shapefiles were also generated for each of the 10 habitats. These data, together with data on the Structure and functions, pressures and threats, and conservation measures for each habitat, were used to complete  the NCA audit trail (MS Word document).  All sources that provided the data for each NCA audit are listed within each audit document. In addition to the GIS shapefiles and referenced sources, two MS Excel files were created, 'SDMN17_AR1719_pressures_assessment_01a' was created to store all the impact data collected on the 10 sand dune habitats and 'SDMN17_activity codes_crosswalk_01a' was created to document the crosswalk between the 2011 impact codes and the new 2017 codes for the eight sand dune habitats (1210, 1220, 2110, 2120, 2130, 2170, 2190, and 21A0) that had their data collated before the NPWS provided a more comprehensive crosswalk on 19/02/18. 
For the two rarest dune habitats, 2140 and 2150, field surveys were undertaken at the three confirmed sites for the 2140 habitat, Keadue, Cruit Island, and Sheskinmore, and the five confirmed sites for the 2150 habitat, Brittas Bay, Aghleam, Maghera, Lough Negreaney, and Sheskinmore, including two additional sites Kiscaslough and Crummies Bay where small areas of the 2150 habitat were thought to occur. The monitoring stop data recorded during this part of the project were recorded in a Turboveg file with associated photographs (.jpg) and an image catalogue (MS Excel file). The impacts data and Structure and functions assessment for each of these sites were recorded in the Coastal Habitats Database (MS Access file). Three additional GIS shapefiles were also generated to record the location of the 2140 and 2150 monitoring stops and to record the changes made to the Coastal Monitoring Project and Sand Dune Monitoring shapefiles.

The impact data is held in 10 individual sheets, one for each habitat. Sheet 1 is a 'Readme' that explains the layout of the data as follows:
The Excel file lists the impacts that were recorded during the 2013-18 monitoring period for the ten sand dune that are listed separately in each sheet. The nine data sources for the impacts are listed within the 'Data sources' sheet. As impacts recorded before 2018, which includes all impact data except those collected for the 2140 and 2150 habitats, were recorded using the Ssymank (2011) codes they were crosswalked to the new 2017 codes for the current conservation assessment reporting. For further information on the  crosswalk used for eight of the sand dune habitats see resource 56 below 'SDMN17_activity codes_crosswalk'.  The NPWS provided a more comprehensive crosswalk on 19/02/18 but this was only available for the 2140 and 2150 sand dune habitats, as the list of pressures and conservation measure had already been finalised for the other eight sand dune habitats.
Within each of the 10 sand dune worksheets columns A to J are used to present the source data with the sources listed in column A. Pressures and conservation measures were ranked based on the intensity (high, medium or low)  they were recorded at within sites, frequency of occurrence, and area of impact, using the data gathered by the nine sources listed. Impacts that were recorded as neutral were generally not assessed as a pressure or a conservation measure. Some of the data sources did not provide impacts information specific to the sand dune habitat being assessed, in the case where no Ssymank (2011) code was recorded 'NR' is sued for not recorded and a description is provided for possible impacts on the habitat based on information such as site photos or site descriptions.
For six of the sand dune habitats (i.e. 1210, 2110, 2120, 2130, 2170 and 21A0)  the data collected during the current reporting period (2013-18) on pressures and conservation measures was very limited. For these habitats the data presented in NPWS (2013), which was often based on a more comprehensive survey than was undertaken during the current reporting period, are reproduced within the worksheet. For four of the sand dune habitats (i.e. 2120, 2140, 2150 and 2190) more comprehensive datasets were available, hwoever these were also compared with the pressures presented in NPWS (2013). A crosswalk was undertaken for the NPWS (2013) data and notes are provided on if these data are retained in the current Article 17 reporting.
